Breed Awards (Arabian, Hanoverian, Grade, Quarter Horse, Thoroughbred, Holsteiner, APHA, and
Breed of Color)

1. Five rides; one ride must be from a RMDS recognized show.

2. One ride must be from the highest test of the level.

3. All rides must be from the same level.

4. Horse must be registered with appropriate breed organization.

5. Send copy of registration papers to the chairperson.

All Breed Horse-Rider of the Year

1. Eight rides.

2. No schooling show scores allowed.

3. One test from highest test of level.

4. All scores from one level

5. The highest and the lowest score dropped and the average of the remaining scores will determine the winner.
You’ve Come A Long Way, Baby....

Award based on horse rider combination with the greatest point spread, demonstrating the most improvement
(scores must be in ascending order) during the competition year.

Two scores, must be from the same level.

The same horse/rider/level combination may not win more than once.

New to Dressage Rider Award

1.Awarded to rider in her/his first year of competition in dressage. Rider may not have competed in CSDA,
USDF, or USEF shows before October 1 of the competition year.

2. Limited to training level.

3. Closed to professional riders

4. Five rides from training level, any test.

5. Amateur card must be submitted by adult riders.

Non Riding Awards
Nominations are open for individuals who qualify for any of the following award categories. Please include a brief
description of how or why your nominee is deserving of the award.

Best Vocals: Awarded to the person who demonstrated ability in reading/calling tests.

If You’ve Got It, Flaunt It!: For the rider who is always well-groomed in any circumstance.

Volunteer of the Year: For the member who generously gives his/her time and talent to the club.

Always a Groom: For the most dedicated groom.

Avis: For perseverance in spite of adversity.

Sportsman of the Year: For the person who has made important contributions to the sport in general and the club in
particular.
